Fleur Kingham, is a Judge of the District Court of Queensland, a court with both criminal and diverse civil and appellate jurisdiction. From March 2000 until her appointment to the District Court in July 2006, she was Deputy President of the Land and Resources Tribunal, a specialist Queensland Tribunal established in 1999 to deal with mining, environmental, land management and native title issues.

Prior to her appointment to the Tribunal, Fleur was a lawyer and environmental management consultant. She spent her early years as a litigation lawyer, specialising in commercial litigation. 

In 1989 she was the first Lionel Murphy Foundation international scholar. She undertook study at the University of Nottingham in the UK majoring in international environmental law. In 1990, she was awarded a Masters of International Law with distinction. She practised in the field of environmental and planning law from 1990 until her appointment to the Tribunal.

Fleur has worked with national law firms, advised government agencies and operated her own consultancy. She has lectured extensively and was formerly the Academic Director of the Master of Environmental Management offered by the University of Queensland.
