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Sheena Sullivan is a health researcher who holds a Bachelor of Science with Honours and a Master of Public Health, both awarded in Australia. She began working in health research in 1996 at Edith Cowan University in Perth, Western Australia, and since that time has been involved in research projects spanning a broad range of disciplines, including community genetics, haemoglobin disorders, morbidity and mortality among people with intellectual disability and HIV prevention. She has published over 20 articles in peer-reviewed journals and one book chapter. 
In 2004 Sheena moved to Beijing to take up a position with the National Centre for AIDS/STD Control and Prevention at the Chinese Centre for Disease Control and Prevention. Currently, Sheena manages a research project designed to reduce HIV-related stigma in communities with a high prevalence of HIV, as well as being involved in other behavioural intervention research projects. Sheena also participates in the activities of a small non-governmental organization called “Moving Mountains” which is dedicated to improving the capacity of the not-for-profit sector in China.  
Her work has extended across several different cultural contexts in both Australia and Asia, including Cambodia, China, India and Pakistan. She has travelled extensively in Asia and has developed a keen interest in working towards improving the health-research infrastructure of resource-limited countries in this region. In order to first improve her own capacity, she will commence a PhD in Epidemiology at the University of California at Los Angeles in 2007. Her research will focus on behavioural interventions to reduce HIV risk behaviour in Yunnan, a high prevalence area in China. On completion of her PhD, Sheena hopes to continue working in health research and promotion in Asia.
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
